TOURNAMENT SUMMARY

across Alberta in 8 different divisions in U9, U11, U13, U15, and U19.

REGISTRATION / SIGN-IN:

All teams must sign in to our Info Tents at Glamorgan or Glenbrook fields before their first game to receive their team
package (including: Rules, Info, Maps, Scoresheets, Line-up cards, player swag, Spitz, and more!)

e Glamorgan Info Tents will be on the west side near the backstop of Field #13 (off 50" Street)
e Glenbrook Info tent will be at the school parking lot between the two fields
e Pickup times are Friday between 4:00-7:00pm and Saturday after 7:00am

MAPS / FIELD LOCATIONS / PARKING

There are TWO main field areas (Glamorgan & Glenbrook), with additional auxiliary fields for minimal games, some 5"
place games, and any rain delay makeup games. All teams will have at least one day at the main Glamorgan fields

o Official game play rules are posted on our website only http://www.westhillsoftball.ca/tournament/
e Please review your rules as there are some subtleties specific to this tournament around Time, Run, and Pitching
limits, among other things.

UMPIRES

We are expecting carded CMSUA umpire coverage for ALL our games

If, for some reason, no umpire is available for your game, WHS will attempt to provide a volunteer for you.

If no tournament volunteer is available, we ask that the home team provides the plate umpire. In this case, the
visiting team may supply a base umpire to help. Umpire equipment will be available at every field as required,
please ensure you return equipment/indicator/brush to umpire bag after completion of game

Please be respectful to ALL umpires, carded or not. There is a zero tolerance policy for any verbal or physical
abuse towards umpires. All umpire decisions are FINAL.

UMPIRE MEETING: Each game is to start with umpire meeting at home plate between one coach and one
player from each team. A copy of your Line-up card is to be provided to the umpire.

WARM-UP AREAS / BENCH ETIQUETTE

At Glamorgan, warm-up areas are limited while games are underway

Please warm-up far enough in the outfields between fields not to interfere with the games (see map for options)
Please be respectful to not to get in the way of the live games or any spectators while warming up

Spectators, please be respectful to leave space for the next teams to warm-up

If the soccer fields are not being used, you may use this area for warm-up

To respect our field crews, No Infield warmups will be permitted before games

Upon completion of your games, please vacate the bench area immediately and have your team’s post game
discussions off to the side of the diamond so that the next teams playing can get started ASAP.

FIELD MAINTENANCE

o WHS will be providing field preparation between every game through our volunteer sign-up

o However, if we do not have a volunteer available, a rake will be provided at the field. We ask that either team
supply a volunteer to quickly rake the diamond and/or redo any lines (if required) between games.

¢ However, no games are to be delayed due to Field Maintenance

TOURNAMENT GAME SOFTBALLS

e Yes, we have balls! Each game will have one new ball, and tournament-used balls behind the backstop
e At conclusion of the game, please return game balls back to the bin behind the backstop for the next games.

SCORESHEETS & SUBMITTING SCORES

e Please include player names and numbers on your scoresheet.
o Please keep all completed scoresheets for record if requested by Tournament Committee.
e Winning teams to submit scores (& innings played) within 20 minutes via ONE of the following methods:

1. TS App.: Enter the score plus the number of innings directly into TeamSnap Tournament app.
2. TEXT: If you are unable to enter, please send the full details via text to: Sandy B, 403-630-0212
3. Paper: Bring your scoresheet to the Info Tent (Glamorgan/Glenbrook only).

WEATHER POLICY / TOURNAMENT CANCELLATIONS

o Every effort will be made to complete the event. Regardless of weather conditions, your team must go to the
diamond for your scheduled game. Teams will be contacted via TeamSnap if delays/cancellations are to occur.

e Only the Tournament Chairperson will cancel the tournament due to weather conditions.

o If weather interrupts play, tournament organizers reserve the right to shorten games in order to finish on time

¢ Weather delays during game: Umpires may call the game due to playing conditions and/or player safety; final
score will be recorded from the last completed inning played (including current inning if the home team is batting
with a lead), regardless of number of innings played. Games should be delayed, rather than ended, if still within
the game time limit.

REFUND POLICY:

¢ No refunds are provided once the tournament has begun. However, if the tournament weekend needs to be
cancelled, shortened, or unable to complete, tournament officials will determine appropriate partial refund based
on games played.
